As 
lifestyles became less formal in the 1960’s and the demand for cut 
flowers decreased, we began producing orchids for home 
growing. We started hybridizing orchids in the 1950’s and 
developed our own modern laboratory for seed and tissue culture 
in the 1970’s. Our hybridizing program has resulted in worldwide 
recognition for Carter & Holmes as a source for outstanding 
orchids - in particular, art-shade cattleyas.
